Leeds Petanque Club Competition Rules.
Each event will have a designated organiser (who may play as well). The organiser will do all the work, keep scores and decide on disputes (or delegate this to another club member if they are part of the dispute) & give out the prizes at the end. It’s free for members.

Games will be played to EPA rules wherever possible.

Melees

A melee means you play 3 games as a pair. Before each game the teams are drawn at random by drawing a card. You may draw the same partner more than once. That’s the luck of the draw. If there are odd numbers there may need to be a triple to accommodate all players. 
Pairs & Triples 

In these events you keep the same partner(s) for 3 games. The format is decided by the organiser but there will always be 3 games and there may be a final between the 2 best teams. 
Singles
The singles competition will include a points handicap system determined by the Club Captain to take account of any differences in age, ability etc.
Mixed Pairs
This competition will require teams made up of a male and a female. You don’t have to play with your own partner. Same sex teams may attract a penalty at organiser’s discretion. Choose your partner early.
Scoring

The winner is the player/team that has the most wins. In the event of a tie then points difference is used. If this is the same the organiser will resolve it. There may be a single end or a 3 end decider.
